Lord Jesus let out a howl! that had the congregation
smiling and chuckling and thinking, perhaps, that the
real Bethlehem baby was probably just like every
other baby.

Little Baby Jesus fussed the entire time. At the end
of the service, while some children went to the bell

tower to ring the bell for Christmas, others came

forward to see Mary and Joseph and our Christmas
Eve baby.

She was still fussing as her mother placed her in the
manger when a little girl, probably about three years
old, round faced with brown hair, came up and leaned
into the manger to look at the baby. She had with her
a little Raggedy Ann doll. And in a moment full of
grace, she set her doll in the manger beside the baby
Jesus and stroked the baby’s forehead. And it was
then that a Christmas miracle happened: our baby,
who had fussed throughout the night looked at the
little doll and the little girl, and stopped crying.

| am quite convinced that the little manger visitor
truly believed that it was the little Lord Jesus lying
there, crying there, and in that moment gifted her
with her love.

If ever one needed a singularly beautiful moment to
have their heart lifted by the power of a believing
heart and the power of a simple, loving gesture, all
they had to do was look at this little saint who let
love’s light shine throughwho brightened up one
little baby’s worldlike a star that brightened up a
Bethlehem night.

May your Christmas be filled with transforming
moments ... may your love and kindness to others
become your gift to the Christ Child.

Such was the way we
began our Small Group Training session on Oct 29.

| want to let you know about the wonderful energy
around small group ministries that has begun at
Collier. Small groups arise out of individual passions
and interests. Because a topic or idea gives you
energy and joy you draw others to you who want to
join in. We had people in our training group who
were interested and building energy toward groups
that focused on grief, prayer, caregiver support,
pastoral care support, couples bible study, and
cooking, but the sky is the limit. Other ideas shared
were groups called Dad’s and kids, Sole to Soul (a
walking and sharing group), Tea and Crafts, Pass the
Popcorn (movie group), Prayer Shawl Ministry, and
Yoga Laughter. Most important to remember,
however, is that a small group is not just about the
topic you are looking at together. Rather, it is about
building a safe place for deep community and
intimacy where the group together has created a
covenant or agreement of how they want to be
healthy and life-giving for each other.

If you have a passion for a small group, let me know.
Please be patient with the process. We are going to
need time for training, which will involve

participation in a small group of 4 — 6 weeks and then
an interview to assess your comfort level, and ability
to manage a group followed by a decision together
with ministry staff of whether to go ahead.

POVERTY AWARENESS MONTH

And what a month it was! | would like to express my
gratitude to Kim Posno who put such heart and soul
into this month-long effort. We fed around 175
people at our Community Dinner and sent home
many, many take out dinners. Many thanks to Lianne
Patterson, who put such energy and love into
coordinating the dinner. We clothed and prepared
many families for winter with our Clothing Depot
which is still continuing to give out boots. Our PALS
Lecture series averaged around 50 people each nigh
from our church and the surrounding community.
Many thanks to the David Busby Street Centre, for
their behind the scene organizing of many of these
evening events. Each evening had its highlights but
one of the most powerful nights for me was when
Stacey Lepage spoke about the barriers a youth face:
in order to move out of poverty, one of them being
their family’s sense of being left behind or judged by
their child’s education or new life-style. It was also
motivating and transforming to hear the stories of
individuals who are affected by poverty and its
surrounding challenges.
